Project Overview
IDFC FIRST Bank launched IDFC FIRST Academy to promote financial literacy among users, 
ensuring easy access to essential financial knowledge. This case study explores the user 
experience (UX) approach used to design and implement the academy’s platform.

The problem statement
Many individuals, especially those new to banking and financial services, lack the necessary 
knowledge to make informed financial decisions. According to a 2023 financial literacy 
survey, 67% of respondents struggled to understand basic banking concepts, highlighting 
the need for accessible and structured financial education. IDFC FIRST Bank identified key 
challenges�

� Low awareness of financial products and responsible money management�
� Complex financial jargon making learning difficult.

Scope
The scope of the Financial Literacy Portal encompasses the creation of two primary 
sections: a pre-login area and a post-login area. The pre-login section will feature 
general financial education resources available to all users, while the post-login section 
will deliver personalized learning experiences, including curated courses and progress 
tracking, tailored for registered users.

Pre-Login Section
The pre-login section will be accessible to all visitors and shall include the following functionalities:

Home Page  engaging landing page with an 
overview and navigation 

Content Pages categorized financial content 
including articles, videos, and resources.

User Registration email-based sign-up to access 
personalized features.

Quick Search  to locate financial topics or 
materials.

Post-Login Section
The post-login section will be accessible to registered users and will include:

User Dashboard personalized view showing 
profile, course progress, and achievements.

Courses & Lessons structured modules with 
lessons, quizzes, and assessments.

Progress Tracking tracks user progress and 
suggests next learning steps.

Community Learning forums, discussions, and 
user-generated content for peer learning.

Gamification leaderboard, badges, and point 
redemption for rewards.

Branch Scheduling  book, reschedule, or 
manage nearby branch visits.

Replicated Content post-login includes 
mirrored components of the pre-login section.

Certifications coursewise certificates sharable o
n platforms like LinkedIn.

Key Research Findings
� Users prefer bite-sized learning modules over lengthy financial courses. For example, a 

user survey showed that 75% of participants found short, interactive lessons easier to 
retain. One respondent noted, "I can complete a lesson in 5 minutes, which fits 
perfectly into my busy schedule.�

� Gamification elements, such as quizzes and rewards, increase engagement�
� Simple language and visual aids improve understanding of financial concepts�
� Users want to track their learning progress through certifications.

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Results & Impact

� 100K+ users were onboarded within the first three months�

� Increased engagement by 70% through interactive modules�

� Higher retention rates, with 65% of users completing at least one certification�

� Positive feedback from diverse user groups led to key design refinements, such as 
simplifying navigation based on user difficulty reports and enhancing gamification 
elements to boost engagement. For example, feedback on quiz difficulty resulted in 
adaptive assessments that adjust to users’ proficiency levels, making learning more 
effective.
